Carnton near Franklin, Tennessee, Hicks presents the horrendous battle and the
lives that became 3entwined in it and its aftermath.

Located in close proximity to the slaughter that was the Battle of Franklin, the
McGavock family found its home changed into the location of one of the Confeder-
ate hospitals in the area. At one time, four dead generals lay upon their porch.
Amputated limbs piled up outside the bedroom where operations were performed.
Dead were also placed in piles and wounded no only filled the home, they were in
every available building and upon the bare ground in the winter cold.

After the war, the man who owned some of the land where the battle was fought
and where many of the casualties were buried announced plans to plow the field
and turn it once more into crop land. In response, the McGavocks devoted two
acres of their land as burial places for 1,500 fallen soldiers who were disinterred
and moved to the familybés property.
